The
profagonist was Oliver Rowland (Zanardi/Parilla):
he was 6th following the heats then he took it up
a notch and won, with big gaps, both the pre-
final and final race. He also recorded the fastest
lap in both races. Nyck De Vries did also very
well: he was 4th overall following the heats and
finished respectively 2nd in prefinal and 3rd in
final, but still one of the fastest drivers in all races.
Shintaro Kawabata (Birel/Parilla), driving in his

home country, was surprisingly fast in the heas,

winning one of them and managing o start 2nd
overall in the prefinal. However he refired from

the prefinal, but made a nice come back in the
final and earned deserved 5th place.

Asia-Pacific KF2 Championship

7 lame engines out of the 26 at the start. It was
a great weekend for Brian Homi Mehta (Birel /
Parilla). After his unlucky heats (24th), he made
a great come back in the prefinal to take 3rd
with the second fasfest lap of the race. In the
final he immediately dropped to 24th following
a contact on the first lap, but he again made a
great recovery (this fime recording the fastest lap
of the race), to finish 7th. In the final, Kenshiro
Wada (Birel /Parilla) is 6th, ending a weekend of
great consistency on a positive note (10th in the

prefinal). Kosugi Satoshi (Birel /Parilla) finished 9th

in the end affer climbing back from 23rd place at
the start, while Shinotani Hiroki (Tony Kart/Parilla)
finished 12th.

technical point of view is still necessary to adapt
our engines fo suit the particular needs of the Jo-
panese circuit and fo Japanese fuel, which is quite
different from what we use in Europe. | congratu-
late with Chiesa Corse Team and thank our Bruno
Bugini and Tadashi Sasaki for his support!”

Even in Japan, in occasion of Interna-
tional races such as the SuperKF-KF1
World Cup , the IAME Parilla Reed-
ster 2 engine showed all its potential.
An engine built in 3 versions: KF3,
KF2 and SKF. They are differentiated
by the combustion chamber, the
carburettor, the exhaust system, the
presence of a power valve and a
limiter which varies from 14.000 rpm
for the KF3 to 16.000 rpm for the
SKF. The technical improvements over
the previously homologated model
involve the cooling system, the power
valve and the block with horizontal
reed valve. These innovations have
allowed inferesting performance
improvements, especially at low revs
therefore producing a much more
ample power delivery curve, so grea-
ter performance and ease of use.
